If UK organic dairy was an island we may consider that 
we weren‟t doing too bad under the circumstances of 
tough economic times and much more significant 
reductions in sales in other organic sectors in the UK.  
On-going promotions and new product development by 
Yeo Valley and Rachel‟s have kept their products in the 
forefront of consumers‟ minds and should give us heart 
that a return to growth is not out of the question.  We are 
not an island and the rampant increases in world 
commodity prices have transformed non-organic 
commodity constituent contracts from bottom of the table 
to top of the league and given grass based producers, 
including organic, a real alternative.   Producers must 
consider what the longer term outlook for both is before 
they make a decision and you will get as many different 
opinions as people you ask, including from highly paid 
city analysts.  From an organic perspective, for those who 
are committed to organic production, it is hoped that the 
growth in organic sales which has continued in almost 
every country despite the recession, will return to the UK 
market and a tighter demand/supply position will increase

Demand for organic beef, OTM and UTM, remains strong 
and undersupplied with prices remaining at a record high.

Prosiect Cyfrifo Ôl Troed Cynaliadwyedd 
Cyn bo hir byddwn yn cyhoeddi adroddiad sy‟n seiliedig 
ar ganlyniadau gwaith gan Weir-tscs ar gynaliadwyedd 
cadwyni cyflenwi. Bu‟r prosiect yn gweithio â chwech ar 
hugain o fusnesau organig yng Nghymru gan ddarparu 
„archwiliad iechyd‟ a fu‟n edrych sut roeddent yn 
perfformio‟n erbyn dangosyddion arferion gorau mewn 
cysylltiad â chynaliadwyedd a sut y gallent wella eu 
busnesau. Yna, bu deg o‟r busnesau hyn yn cael 
ymgynghoriad manylach sydd wedi arwain at gynllun 
gweithredu cynaliadwyedd sydd wedi‟i deilwra‟n arbennig 
i‟w hanghenion.  
 
Bu‟r archwiliad iechyd yn mesur perfformiad yn erbyn 23 
o agweddau ar y meincnod rhagoriaeth cynaliadwyedd, 
gan gynnwys rheoli cynaliadwyedd, effeithlonrwydd 
adnoddau, effeithiolrwydd y gadwyn gyflenwi a darparu 
cyflenwyr a phrynu. Dangoswyd ystod eang o arferion 
gyda rhai busnesau‟n gryf iawn o ran hybu eu 
cynhyrchion ac wrth ymgysylltu â rhanddeiliaid, yn ogystal 
â lleihau gwastraff a deunyddiau pacio. Fodd bynnag, 
mae‟r gwaith hwn wedi nodi er bod busnesau‟n 
gyffredinol yn canolbwyntio‟n dda ar yr agwedd organig 
weithiau nid ydynt cystal o ran rheoli cynaliadwyedd 
cyffredinol ac effeithiau eraill ar yr amgylchedd, yn 
effeithiol.

Sustainability foot-printing project 
We‟ll soon be publishing a report based on the findings of 
the Weir-tscs supply chain sustainability work.  The 
project worked with twenty six organic businesses in 
Wales, providing a “healthcheck” process which looked at 
how they performed against indicators of best 
sustainability practice and how they could improve their 
businesses. Ten of these businesses then had a more 
detailed consultation which has resulted in their own 
tailored sustainability action plan.  
 
The healthcheck process measured performance against 
23 aspects of the sustainability excellence benchmark, 
including sustainability management, resource efficiency, 
supply chain effectiveness, and sourcing and purchasing.  
There was a wide range of practice exhibited, with some 
businesses being particularly strong at promoting their 
products and in engaging stakeholders, as well as 
reducing waste and packaging. However, this work has 
identified that although businesses generally focus well 
on organics, sometimes a less focused approach is made 
with regards to managing overall sustainability and 
effectively managing other environmental impacts.
