OMSCo report  May by Huw Bowles.  
The weather continues to have a significant impact on 
organic milk supplies in Wales. Like for like supplies from 
the 72 organic producers supplying OMSCo for April was 
down 1.7% on a year ago whereas in February it was 
7.4% higher reflecting members expansion over the 
period.  The effect of the weather could therefore be a 
near 10% reduction.  On the sales front, things are still 
sluggish with no real movements up or down, which is 
comforting to some extent given the experience in other

Organic Market – Cereals 
 
Market update by Simon Tubbs Norton Organics 
On the wheat side, there are a few consumers tidying up 
with old crop before the new harvest starts. Quite a lot 
of wheat for sale in the North of the country and less in 
the South where the interest mainly lies, so there is slight 
geographical imbalance between supply and demand. In 
general though, demand lacks lustre, people have been 
buying on a hand to mouth basis all year and now with 
dwindling supplies, buyers will have to be prepared to 
pay a little bit more. 
 
With other crops like barley oats and triticale, demand is 
fairly low and there is not much available So in general, 
there is relatively little action in the market place. 
Looking forward, we are suggesting that new crop barley 
will be worth about the same as old crop and new crop 
wheat should be £10 to £15 more. There are a lot of 
people asking about prices, but not doing much business.

Graig  Producers report May 2010 by Nigel Elgar 
Organic lamb is in very short supply. New season organic 
lamb is coming forward in very small numbers at a 
premium of around 20p/kg. (4%) over organic hoggets. 
Prices are around 5% higher than this time last year. 
Under thirty month beef prices have been steadily falling 
in line with conventional prices but the margin between 
conventional and organic is being squeezed, presently 
down to around 9%. Graig Producers is able to sell all of 
the beef brought forward by members, with no back log. 
Over thirty month beef demand for numbers remains 
firm as does the price. A fixed premium of 50p over the 
conventional is encouraging more producers to sell into 
the organic market.

New potatoes 
from Pembroke are now running at least three weeks 
late, growers are still sitting with hundreds of tonnes of 
last seasons potatoes still in store so hopefully they will 
at least be able to move a few more of these if the 
quality holds up.

BOBL Activites 
The brief for the PR & Communications tender has been 
finalised and the formal tendering procedure has 
commenced.  To ensure the process is open and fair the 
contract has been published to the Buy4Wales website, a 
process which will ensure that the process is open to all 
potential bidders.

The Soil Association is being commissioned to deliver the 
Open Organic Farms project.
